ABOUT OUR SPEAKERS

Suzanne Baars obtained her M.A. in Counseling in 1985
and is a Licensed Professional Counselor, Marriage and
Family Therapist and Chemical Dependency Counselor.
She is currently in private practice and operates In His Im-
age Christian Counseling Service in Dallas, Texas. She
has been a frequent guest on EWTN’s “Living His Life
Abundantly” and is presently working with her colleague,
Bonnie Shayne, M.A. to update some of the works of her
late father, Conrad W. Baars, M.D. For the past three sum-
mers Suzanne has been on the faculty of the Institute for
Priestly Formation in Omaha. Her CD lectures, recorded to
assist both the layperson and professional in understand-

ing psychology from the perspective of St. Thomas Aqui-
nas, include “Made in His Image: Healing and Wholeness
for Living the Affirmed Life,” a set of four lectures, and The
Abode of Love: Developing the Heart, a set of 10 talks pro-
duced by Alba House in collaboration with the Internation-
al Institute for Clergy Formation of Seton Hall University.

Rev. Paul N. Check is a priest with the Diocese of Bridge-
port, Connecticut and was ordained in 1997. He holds an
S.T.B. from the Gregorian University, Rome and an S.T.L.
(Moral Theology) from the University of the Holy Cross,
Rome. Fr. Check has served as a parish priest and high
school chaplain. Bishop William E. Lori appointed him to
be the Chaplain for Courage in Bridgeport in December
2002. In addition, he teaches Moral Theology to seminar-
ians, permanent deacon candidates, and religious. Fa-
ther graduated with a B.A. in History from Rice Univer-
sity in 1977 and served as an officer in the U.S. Marine
Corps for nine years prior to entering the seminary. In
2008, Fr. Paul Check was elected to succeed Fr. John F.
Harvey as the Executive Director of Courage International.

Rev. John F. Harvey, OSFS is the Founding Director of
the Courage movement. He is an international speaker
and has been writing and lecturing for over forty years
on the pastoral care of men and women with same-sex
attractions. Father Harvey has authored three books:
The Homosexual Person: New Thinking in Pastoral Care
(Ignatius Press, 1987), The Truth About Homosexuality
(Ignatius Press, 1996) and his latest book Homosexual-
ity and the Catholic Church: Clear Answers to Difficult
Questions was published by Ascension Press and re-
leased in December 2007. Father also co-edited a book
with Gerard Bradley entitled Same-Sex Attractions: A
Parent's Guide (St. Augustine’s Press 2003). He has
written two pamphlets: “Pastoral Care and the Homo-
sexual” (The Knights of Columbus) and “A Spiritual Plan
to Redirect One’s Life” (Daughters of St. Paul). His ar-
ticles have appeared in numerous Catholic periodicals
and newspapers. Father Harvey has also appeared on
EWTN (Mother Angelica Live, Living His Life Abundantly,
Life on the Rock, and FOCUS), CBS Sunday Morning,
several radio programs and independent documentaries.

Fr. Thomas J Loya is currently the pastor of Annunciation
of the Mother of God Byzantine Catholic Church in Homer
Glen, IL. He is the host of two internet radio programs, “A
Body of Truth” & “Light of the East” which can also be heard
on EWTN radio affiliates in more than 60 cities across the
United States. Using his many gifts, talents and life expe-
rience Fr. Loya uncovers the ageless beauty and genius
of the Sacramental Worldview. Anyone who has heard Fr.
Loya speak might say that he has the soul of an artist, the
mind of a theologian and the compassion of an ascetic.

Scalia received his B.A. at the
College of the Holy Cross in Worcester, MA., his S.T.B.,
from the Pontifical Gregorian University in Rome, and his
M.A. from the Pontifical University of St. Thomas Aqui-
nas, Rome. Fr. Scalia’s articles have appeared in First
Things, Arlington Catholic Herald, Human Life Review,
Adoremus Bulletin and This Rock. Fr. Scalia is the Pastor
of St. John the Beloved Catholic Church in McLean, VA.

Janet E. Smith holds the Father Michael J. McGivney
Chair of Life Ethics at Sacred Heart Major Seminary in
Detroit and is serving her third term as a consultor to the
Pontifical Council on the Family. She speaks nationally
and internationally on the Catholic teachings on sexuality
and on bioethics. She is the author of Right to Privacy (lg-
natius, 2008), Humanae Vitae, A Generation Later (CUA
Press,1991), editor of Why Humanae Vitae Was Right: A
Reader (Ignatius, 1993), has coauthored Life Issues, Med-
ical Choices, Questions and Answers for Catholics, with
Chris Kaczor, and has published numerous articles. Janet
received honorary doctorates from the Franciscan Uni-
versity of Steubenville (in Christian Ethics) and from Saint
Charles Borromeo Seminary, and was the recipient of the
Veritas Award from the St. Thomas Aquinas Institute at Ave
Maria University. She has been a guest on major cable
networks and on EWTN. Over a million copies of her talk,
Contraception: Why Not?
